Laura Mario Carlodalatri   is a journalist dedicated to social and political problems. He has won literary awards for poetry  with its stories and has published humor-strips. 
In 1992, at the death of his twin, an artist and designer, decided to pursue him in the art-world, find it and bring him  back to the surface with her. 
Thus turns his attention to photography. We are in 1992 and, after two years, became a regular guest of "Fotogrammatica", International exhibition of art and photography directed by Giovanni Semerano  and Cesare Nissirio (1994-1997). Also attended the Art Studio of Alberto Parres, essential for the development of pictorial sense that the artist then pour in the photograph. Numerous exhibitions of his "sketches of naked-body” executed in the atelier of Parres, were success full. 
 She founded the Aanguard Group of Artists of San Marcello, from 1996 to 2000, who exhibited at "Gallerietta"-a small space filled with glorious ferment, a few of which were also exposing   at Venice Biennale. 
In 1999, with the collaboration of Lucia Las, Pierre Nosal and ErnestoMattia, theorized the new manifesto  IOTA (In Out Trailing Art), which hopes to provide a transition of art towards the third millennium . IOTA supports the introduction of some essential elements in art to express modernity: the artist's interaction with the public, self-destruction, the continuous movement, and a continuos transformation. Many installations, including "Sugar- The art that you eat" made together with Lucia Las, got    a great success of   public and press. 
Laura Mario is now devoted principally to the photograph and, in particular, "Reflections." The images of his inner world are looking for in the embrace of light and water, between light and glass. His pictures are not processed in any way; banned the use of filters or special lenses. She discovers the magical beauty of a moment;   enjoy it and show it: this is the encounter between the artist and his elements, between the artist and   people. 
In the  following portfolio “Portrait of Murano”  the artist composes a portrait of that famous city   through the art-broken-glass just throwed away. 
While in "Reflections in Water" its arts goes to the impression, "Murano" is a step in the direction of abstraction. 
Since 2003 she is Artistic Director of the Centre Ugo Betti Roma. 
The artist has participated in the "Open Doors". 
Since 2007 she has been organizing the Festival of Arts "ROMA OSPITA" which now is permanent. 
She also is the promoter and organizer of the Exhibition performer by 14 artists allo f which were exposing at the Modern Art National Gallery in Rome
