Domenico Quaranta (1978, Brescia, Italy) is a contemporary art critic and curator. He
focused his research on the impact of the current techno-social developments on the arts,
with a specific focus on art in networked spaces. As an art critic, he is a regular contributor
to Flash Art and Artpulse magazine; his essays, reviews and interviews appeared in many
