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Artist Statement

My art expresses my thoughts regarding human emotions and feelings using the body as my symbol. To me, doing an art work is like psychotherapy to control my life and I use painting as a means of resolving my lonesomeness and the images of emotion that persistently pops into my head.

My paintings are mostly represented by deformed human figures. It depict looseness & tightness, emptiness & fullness; images that fundamentally imply Yin Yang. Moreover, my painting is often arrived at without conscious deliberation as the consequence of repeated written Korean text and lines, splashes with ink on rice paper. But I consciously combine the image to give a Minimalistic- primitive representation, which is what I aim for in art. I paint those images on rice paper because of its distinct texture and slight translucent appearance and long life span.

My art sublimate anxieties caused by my personal experience memories, unconscious pose and feminine sensitivity in life. Therefore my art purify my feeling from within.

Seeing my work progress and evolve over time fills me with a profound sense of happiness. When people see my work somehow somewhere I would like to them to free their soul and recharge themselves with undiscovered energy from human being.

Proposal

During my residency I will produce and focus on paintings that represent decorative, deformed human figures.

Firstly, it will be Minimalistic-Primitive human figure by merging Eastern calligraphy with adapted nudes to approach the sense of my art. 

Secondly, black and white images filled with written Korean. These paintings will be more focused on Minimalistic representation. The dense hand writing will give unexpected texture and movement to the viewer.

Also I will only use traditional Eastern medium (Korean ink, rice paper etc.) to present contemporary figures. The strong and bold images will collaborate on rice paper. My technique which introduces the images is a moment impromptu. My thoughts just give idea but my brush and rice paper will produce a painting automatically.

I will introduce the paintings that are philosophical and sophisticated images but not as heavy as other western and conceptual paintings.
