Adam Marušić, although his family hailing from Zadar, due to a series of circumstances that forced his parents to leave Zadar, destroyed by allied forces bombing, in their attempt to reach Italy they  remained in Rijeka for a few years, where in 1953 Adam was born, they came back to their home in Zadar, where Adam spends his childhood. Later he goes to Split to study at the Applied arts school which he finishes in 1974. He graduates from The Academy of Pedagogy of the University of Zadar in 1978 having attended the courses of Visual Arts. That same year he leaves Zadar to get inscribed at the Fine Arts Academy in Rome, where he graduates from Prof. Alessandro Trotti's painting class in 1982.  He holds his first exhibition in the Zadar City Lodge together with two other artists in 1976. Adam Marušić is one of the organizators and participators of the Emerging Artists Salon in 1977, an event that marked the contemporary artistic sensibility of Zadar in that period, and  has remained an unreachable artistic initiative on this side of the Adriatic. At the beginning of the eighties  he starts to work in the film studios  Cinecittà, De Paolis, Dino de Laurentis, and television studios RAI and DEAR, as well as in the theater laboratories of the SAFAS, as scenography assistant and set decorator, collaborating with film and theater directors of mid and high level, including: Massimiliano Moccia, Renzo Arbore, Dario Argento, Marcus Jmoff, Francesco Laudadio, Giuliano Montaldo, Carlo Lizzani, Sergio Corbucci, Vittorio de Sisti, Gianfranco Albano, Gianni Serra, Sofia Scandurra, Massimo Milazzo, Daniele Lucchetti. Simultaneously, he works as a freelance graphic designer and illustrator for the Roman advertisement agency Publistyle International. His first exhibition in Rome is being held in the "Forum Interart" art gallery in 1984, where he exposes his works from 1977 to 1983, and which is followed by numerous other exhibitions. At the beginning of the nineties in Rome, he associates with four painters Carlo Bazzoni, Dino Celati, Vincenzo Di Biase and Franco Perazza, followed by the art critique Gaetano Bonifati, which, together with other important figures, confirm themselves as peripheral artist with respect  to the current artistic scene in Rome of those days, and try to make themselves known through the publishing house "Eurasia" with the book "Sulle raggioni dell'arte contemporanea" ("On the rules of contemporary art"). He remains in this artistic group until 1995, when he definitely returns to his family house in Zadar, where he creates his atelier, where he can work in peace. He thereafter introduces himself to the local public with two personal exhibitions, but the market and the art galleries are disorganized, conditioned by preestablished programs made by museums. In the following years he continues to display his art, but the art market in Croatia never reaches adequate levels of professionalism. Finding himself in this kind of situation Marušić prefers setting up shop window displays, interior design and working for important design agencies. He becomes a member of the Croatian Academic Artist Association in Zadar (HADLU) in 2000. In year 2003 he accepts the offer to direct "Kapetanova kula" (Captain's Tower) art gallery, which he manages to turn into one of the significant art galleries at national level.  
From 2005 to 2008 he has served as president of the HADLU association, applicating the most proper artistic criteria and defending the rights of the artist during the years of his mandate. Momentarily his last exhibition was held in the Community of the Italians of Zadar, in 2009, when he, for the first time, presents large scale works, leaving aside the easel painting for the time being. He boasts himself with 14 personal, and 60 collective exhibitions in Croatia and Italy. Since 2005 he teaches at the newly opened  School of applied Arts and Design in Zadar, which is an important step forward for the artistic formation of  the youth of central Dalmatia,  as a professor of painting and scenography. Since 2006 Adam Marušić is also member of the committee inside the Community of the Italians in Zadar, being himself an Italian citizen, taking upon himself the duty of the cultural counselor and curator, and in this role organizes important exhibitions and conferences , where he reestablishes a multicultural dialog, always keeping the historical- cultural perception of Zadar within the Adriatic.
